The Southern Counties Drama Festival has reached a celebrated milestone. The 2011 festival will be the Diamond Jubilee Festival.

It all started when the Betchworth Village Drama Festival Committee was formed in 1950 and the first festival at which awards were presented was in 1951 under the title of Drama Festival for Surrey Villages under the auspices of The British Drama League National Festival of Community Drama. Times have moved on and names have changed with The Southern Counties Drama Festival now part of the Eastern Area of the All-England Theatre Festival. 

The Southern Countries Drama Festival is a one act play competition and is the first round of the All-England Theatre Festival. We are now busy planning the Diamond Jubilee Festival that will take place at the Barn Theatre Oxted next February and I am delighted to say that we have already received interest from groups who wish to enter for the first time. As this is a special year we really want to have a full week of exciting drama and very much hope that you will consider joining us this time with either an adult or youth entry or even one of each. It really is a good opportunity for like-minded people to get together in a friendly competition in a wonderful venue with great technical support, and to receive constructive criticism and an informed adjudication from a member of the Guild of Drama Adjudicators.

Our Adjudicator for the 2011 Festival will be Jill Colby member of the Guild of Drama Adjudicators and you can read all about her on this website. Attached to this letter are entry forms in the hope that you will join us and we would ask that you complete these and return them to us with your remittance as soon as possible and certainly no later than 25th October. If you need more entry forms please photocopy as necessary.
Once entries have been confirmed we will issue the remaining technical and programme information forms for completion but this will not be until November.

So, with the adjudicator booked and a busy week planned, we are looking forward to next February and the first night of the 2011 Southern Counties Diamond Jubilee Drama Festival.
